ago.1  The only possible way
that the blessing of revival
can become permanent is if
each true believer knows that
what he has received in the
fellowship of the saints can be person-
ally secured and increased to him
through the blessed ministry of the
Holy Spirit, which dwells in him.2

However, most Christians are not con-
scious of the Holy Spirit’s presence in
them or aware of the meaning or pur-
pose of His function in them.

Philippians 2:12-13 states,

When Moses stood before the bush that

was burning, the Lord commanded him
to “put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for
the place whereon thou standest is holy
ground” (Ex. 3:5). Those of us who have
the Spirit of the Triune God living in us
and are conscious of His power and guid-
ance living and working both in and
through us are also conscious that we are
standing on holy ground. It is Christ with
the Father by the Spirit who is the willing
worker and the doer in us.5

We must always, by God’s Spirit in us,
separate ourselves from the world, that is,
sanctify ourselves by the Spirit away from
the world, because we are in God’s service
and it is He in us doing His work.6  When
we are abiding in Him and He in us, we
are most certainly standing in the pres-
ence of God and are standing on holy
ground, even more so than Moses, since
Christ never lived in anyone by the Spirit
until the day of Pentecost (Acts 2:1-4, 16-
18). “It is God which worketh IN [US] both
to will and to do [His work]” (Phlp. 2:13).

“Work out your own salvation with fear
and trembling” (Phlp. 2:12). You may have

wondered what God means when we hear
we are to work out our own salvation. In
this same text Paul tells us, “Wherefore,
my beloved, as ye have ALWAYS
OBEYED” (Phlp. 2:12). This means
God’s work was at all times done by the
Spirit both in them and through them. By
His Spirit living in us as it did in Christ,
God’s work can at all times be done by
Him in us, just as it was in every apostle.7

 Christ, by the Spirit of God living and
working both in and through Him, had be-
come obedient unto death.8  In Philippians
chapter two, verses five through eleven, we
see this was the work of Christ. Because of
His obedience and His abasement, He as
God and man was highly exalted “above ev-
ery name: That at the name of Jesus every
knee should bow, of things in Heaven, and
things in earth, and things under the earth;
And that every tongue should confess that
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father” (Phlp. 2:9-11). Therefore, we must
also obey by our being abased and morti-
fied by the Spirit’s presence living and work-
ing both in and through us.9  We see the Holy
Spirit (verses 12-13) doing His work in Jesus,
who was obedient unto death.

Death and the desire to put our self-
will to death by God’s Spirit residing in
us is against our carnal nature.10  Our car-
nal nature will fight every thought of los-
ing our carnal lifestyle.11  Just as Jesus
through the Holy Spirit gave Himself, who
was without sin, to God by His death in
our stead, He brought an end to His work
of sacrificing Himself for the sins of oth-
ers.12  The work of the Holy Spirit brings
us into fellowship with the dying Christ,
who was dead and is now alive. The Holy
Spirit makes us willing to let our own will
and carnal self die by the power of Christ’s
life abiding in us.13

The Holy Spirit makes us willing to take
the place where the death of Christ has
put us.14  “He died for all, that they which
live should not henceforth live unto them-
selves, but unto Him which died for them,
and rose again” (II Cor. 5:15). No human
is able to enter this place where Christ, by
His power, has put us.15  The Holy Spirit
is the One who leads us into a willingness
to join the fellowship of Christ’s dying and
risen life with joy and with love.16

Jesus told His disciples, now also in My
(physical) absence go on yielding to the
Holy Spirit who will teach you to follow
the Lamb.17  This will make you most will-

ing to die to yourself with Christ so that
you might be thrilled to serve Him faith-
fully by His Spirit in the new life He has
given you.18  You must do it in fear and
trembling,19  because it is God who is
working in you and through you in this
condemned, demonic world, so that sin-
ners might be saved.20  The kind of fear of
God we need to have is to never disobey
the leading or prompting of the Holy
Spirit, no matter which way He leads, so
that He might use our whole being as His
workplace to give God great glory.21  We
are to leave everything up to the leading
of the Holy Spirit.22  The quicker our fear
is centered on never shunning the Lord’s
leading by the Spirit, the quicker we shall
never fear anything else. It is at this point
of spiritual growth that we can seek first
the Kingdom of God and His righteous-
ness. Then all things shall be given to us.23

The Holy Spirit is everywhere. He is
very near.
