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Th ere is no imperfection in Heaven. Th is 
means the song “I Shall Know Him by 
the Print of the Nails in His Hand” is not 
scriptural. Th ere are no marks that Satan 
has caused that can enter the Kingdom of 
Heaven.

Jesus was wearing white clothing, and 
a thin gold crown around one-half inch 
high sat on His curly black hair. Th e gold 
crown looked so natural and proper sit-
ting on His head that it made me wonder 
why people in the world with hair don’t 
wear them. Th at crown looked much bet-
ter than a hat. Again, I was wide awake 
and the vision was in full color.

Jesus is not blonde and blue-eyed with 
long, stringy hair. He had the same skin 
color as myself, olive, which everyone in 
my life calls Caucasian. Again, He had 
black, bushy hair and a gold crown, which 
was about a half inch thick.  It sat right 
on the top of His head and it looked like 
it was supposed to be there. And again, I 
wondered why no one ever thinks to wear 
a crown because it looks so good. His eyes

were dark brown or black, and He was 
very handsome, better looking than any 
man I’ve ever seen. He was looking di-
rectly at me. By the way He looked at me, 
I could tell that He knew all about me 
and that He liked me as a person.

Up to that point in my life, I never 
knew for sure that God liked me, but I 
could tell that Jesus did, and the knowl-
edge of that gave me a lot of comfort, 
even to this day. Would you like to know 
that the Lord likes you, too?

God’s Word, the Bible, tells us that 
God loved us all so much that “He gave 
His only begotten Son [the Word of God], 
that whosoever believeth in Him should 
not perish, but have everlasting life” 
(John 3:16). Th is means if we believe the 
entire Word of God, which is Jesus,¹ then 
we are saved, born again of the Spirit, and 
on our way to Heaven. It never had oc-
curred to me that Jesus also liked certain 
people, although in His Word it’s plain to 
see that He loves some people and hates 
some people.2 But again, it just never oc-

curred to me that God liked me. It was 
and still is such a good thing to know. If 
He ever lets you know that He likes you, 
I’m sure that you will be relieved like I 
was and still am, and that you, like me, 
will have more confi dence in approach-
ing the throne of God and talking to Him 
through the Holy Spirit.

In this vision that I saw of Jesus, there 
was a look of concern in His eyes, like He 
wanted to give me some urgent warning. 
I didn’t know what it was. He began talk-
ing to me, but His voice was broken. It 
was like He was on radio, on the air, and 
somebody was quickly turning His voice 
on and off , on and off , all the time He was 
talking to me, so that I couldn’t get any-
thing He was saying. Later, I found out 
that His concern was that I wasn’t com-
municating with Him much at all. He 
wanted to let me know that the most dan-
gerous thing in the world is not commu-
nicating with Him daily—praying always 

THE LOOKING GLASS
A few years after I was born again of the Spirit, I saw the Lord Jesus Christ with 

my eyes wide open. Sue was asleep, and I was wide awake. Th e room was pitch 
dark, when a Spirit resembling a three to four-foot fl uorescent light appeared in 
the room. It came into the room with a hissing sound, and with another hissing 
sound it formed itself into an oval-shaped mirror with a gold frame around it. Jesus 
was sitting in the mirror. He sat upon a purple throne-like chair that was trimmed 
in gold. Th e purple fabric looked like velvet. Th e back of the chair came up al-
most to the top of His head. Th ere were no marks on His forehead, nor were there 
any nail scars in His hands, because in Heaven everyone and everything is perfect.

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(Luke 21:36, II Th es. 1:11) and praying 
without ceasing (I Th es. 5:17). Th e thing 
the Lord was telling me was true. I was al-
most never reading the Word or praying. 
I wasn’t seeking Him with all my heart, 
soul, mind, and strength through the 
Bible, the Word of God, nearly as much 
as He commands us to do for our own 
good.³

When I looked at Jesus, I could really 
tell that the Scripture that says He knew 
us “before the foundation of the world” 
(Eph. 1:4) was true.4 He knew every-
thing about us, even before we were in 
our mother’s womb, and He knows in 
advance what we will do with the life He 
gives us in this world. Being in His pres-
ence told me that.

Jesus is a Jew, just as the Bible tells us.5 
I am Jewish. My dad was a Jew, and it’s 
debatable as to whether my mother was. 
Her father’s name was Torah.

When I fi rst saw the Lord in the mir-
ror, I thought He had come to take me 
to Heaven with Him. I was so excited. 
I got a big smile on my face, raised my 
arms towards Him, and said, “Lord!” I 
was so happy. But then He put His hand, 
which had no scar on it, toward me, and 
He said, “Not now.” Th at was the biggest 
disappointment in my entire life. Heaven 
looked so wonderful. It was so clean and 
free from oppression, no death. Th ere was 
no terrorism, no anti-Christ church of 
Rome in Heaven, and no anti-Christ gov-
ernment, the beast, in Heaven. Th ere was 
no anti-Christ media, no fi lth, no unhap-
piness, no sadness, no pain, no death, no 

disappointments, no liars, no thieves or 
robbers, no curse, no adulterers, no for-
nicators, no rapists, no homosexuals, no 
lesbians, no pedophiles, no covetousness, 
no jealousy, no imperfection, no abuse, 
no murder, no corruption, no extortion, 
no slander, no character assassination, no 
twisting of words, no sickness, disease, or 
infi rmities, no pain or suff ering, no hun-
ger, no fi re, no fl oods, no disasters, no 
corrupt government agencies, no corrupt 
judicial system, no haters of God, no one 
who hates you or anyone else.⁶ Th ere was 
only happiness, joy, and kindness. Th ere 
was being always young and always beau-
tiful or handsome. Th ere was no impu-
rity and no fear of anything, only peace, 
tranquility, and no annoyance ever. Th e 
climate, the weather, is always perfect. 

Now maybe you can understand a little 
bit of why it was so disappointing to me 
when the Lord put His hand towards me 
saying, “Not yet.” 

For the brief moment I thought I was 
going to be with Him, I was so excited 
that I forgot about everything and every-
body, even my wife, Susan, that I loved 
so much. I wasn’t able to think of her or 
anyone else in the world. Before this vi-
sion, I had a fear that if I ever saw the 
Lord, I’d be terrifi ed. But when I saw 
Him, there wasn’t any fear at all, only the 
exceeding desire to be in Heaven with 
Him. He looked just like a man, but I 
could tell when I looked at Him that He 
for sure possesses all power in Heaven and 
on earth, and with ease. Jesus said, “All

I remember a Scrip-
ture in Job which says, Behold, He takes 
away, who can hinder Him? Who is able 
to say unto Him, What are you doing? 
(Job 9:12).

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OTHER NAMES OF THE MESSIAH IN THE 
OLD TES TA MENT

There are scores of names of the Mes-
siah in the Old Testament; we mention but 
a few.

The “Servant of the Lord”
In Isaiah, the Messiah is fre-

quently called the “Servant of 
the Lord,” or “My Servant” 
(Isa. 42:1, 52:13). As the “Ser-
vant of the Lord [Jehovah]” He 
is the exponent of righteousness 
and true humility, the Teach er 

and Redeemer of mankind. He 
fulfills all God’s desires; hence, 
He is:

The second Adam—the 
perfect Man

The second Israel—the 
perfect Servant 

The second Moses—the 
perfect Prophet

The second David—the 
perfect King

The second High Priest—the 
perfect High Priest

The growing purposes of 
God toward the whole human 
race, which were man i fest ed 
in the creation of Adam, the 
election of Israel, the rais ing up 
of Moses, the appointment of 
Aaron, and the call of Dav id, are 
brought to their full completion 

by, in, and through Christ.

The “Shepherd”
Isaiah sees the Messiah as the Servant 

of the Lord (Isa. 42:1, 52:13), Ezekiel sees 
Him as the Shepherd of Is ra el (Ezek. 34:23, 
37:24—“David” meaning the “Seed of Da-
vid,” which is Christ. The word “Shepherd” 
in these vers es means Jesus).

Christ, the truly beloved of the Father, 
was God and was the true Shepherd (the 
Word, the Door into Heaven. See John 
chapter 10. It shows that God gave His life 
to those that wish to attain life).

More Names and Titles of the Messiah
He is also the “Stone” or the “Rock” (Isa. 

8:14), the “Corner” (Isa. 28:16), “Nail” (Isa. 
22:21-25), “Bat tle Bow” (Zech. 10:4), “Shi-
loh” (Gen . 49:10), “Star” (Num. 24:17).

The Name “JESUS” in the Old Testament
The name JESUS is actually hidden in 

the Old Testament, and is found about one 
hundred times from Genesis to Malachi. Every 
time the Old Testament uses the word SAL-
VATION, especially with the Hebrew suf fix 
meaning “my,” “thy,” or “His,” with very few 
exceptions (when the word is used in an imper-
sonal sense) it is iden ti cal ly the same word as 
YESHUA (Jesus) used in Matthew 1:21. This 
is actually what the angel said to Joseph: “And 
she shall bring forth a Son, and thou shalt call 
His name YESHUA [SAL VA TION]: for He 
shall save His peo ple from their sins.”

Let us see how it works out in a few Old 

Testament passages. In Psalm 9:14, David says, 
“I will rejoice in Thy salvation.” What he actu-
ally said was, “I will rejoice in Thy YESHUA 
[JESUS].” And in Isaiah 12:2-3, we have 
something truly won der ful. SALVATION is 
men tioned three times, pre sent ing three great 
facets of Jesus and His sal va tion. We give them 
as they read in the Hebrew, with Jesus as the 
em bod i ment and the personification of the 
word “salvation”:

“Behold, God is my YESHUA [a refer-
ence to Jesus in His preincarnation, eternal 
existence (John 1:1)]; I will trust, and not be 
afraid: for the Lord Jehovah is my strength 
and my song; He also is become my YE-
SHUA [Jesus, the Word made flesh (John 
1:14)]. Therefore with joy shall ye draw 
water out of the wells of YESHUA [Jesus 
crucified, waters of salvation flow ing from 
Calvary (John 7:37-39, 4:10, 14)].”

VI. THE DEITY OF THE 
MESSIAH (CHRIST)

IN BOTH TESTAMENTS
The Dual Nature of the Messiah

For a correct comprehension of the per-
son of the Messiah, it is nec es sary to under-
stand that He has a DUAL NATURE, but 
is a single per son al i ty: He is very God and 
perfect man; rather, He is the God-man, 
God and man in one, indivisible personal-
ity. His hu man i ty is seen in such names 
and titles as Son of Man, Son of David, and 
Son of Abraham. His Deity is seen in such 
names and titles as Son of God, God, Lord, 
Jehovah, El and Elohim. The purpose of 
this present study is to present this fact of 
su preme im por tance: the Bible reveals the 
Messiah (Christ) to be GOD MAN I FEST 
IN THE FLESH.

The Deity of Christ as Presented in 
Hebrews Chapter One

In the first six verses of Hebrews chapter 
one, these ten facts are pre sent ed about Christ, 
all of which prove and establish the fact of 
His Deity; for none of these facts could be 
postulated about a mere man.

(1) Christ (the Messiah) is called God’s 
“SON” in contrast to the “proph ets” who 
were only men, even though they were in-

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spired men (Heb. 1:1-2): “God, who…spake 
in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 
Hath in these last days spoken unto us by 
His Son.”

(2) Christ is “heir of all things” (Heb. 
1:2). He is the Son; there fore, He is the 
heir.

(3) The worlds (universe) were made 
through Him (Christ) (Heb. 1:2). This not 
only proves His pre-existence, but reveals 
Him as the active agent in creation (John 1:1-
3): “All things were made by Him [Christ]; 
and without Him was not any thing made 
that was made” (John 1:3).

(4) He is identified with the GLORY of 
God as much as the bright ness of the sun 
is identified with the sun: “Who being the 
brightness of His GLORY” (Heb. 1:3).

(5) As the Son of God, He is identified 
with the identical power of God as much as 
the impress of a seal exactly reproduces the 
seal: “The ex press image [impress] of His 
person” (Heb. 1:3).

(6) He (the Messiah, Christ) is the one 
who upholds this vast, well-nigh in fi nite 
universe, which of course, is the work of an 
om nip o tent God: “Up hold ing all things by 
the Word of His power” (Heb. 1:3); “For by 
Him [Christ] were all things created…and by 
Him all things consist” (Col. 1:16-17).

(7) He, Christ, accomplished the redemp-
tion of the race ALONE. No sinful man, not 
even a perfect man, could redeem a race of bil-
 lions of lost sinners. It takes an infinite sacrifice 
to atone for a world of sinners. “When He had 
BY HIM SELF purged [made purification of] 
our sins” (Heb. 1:3).

(8) He now occupies the highest position 
in the universe, next to the Father, at God’s 
right hand, sharing with God the Father the 
eternal throne. He “sat down on the right 
hand of the Majesty on high” (Heb. 1:3). That 
Christ, the Lamb of God, shares the eternal 
throne is evident from Rev e la tion 22:1: “The 
throne [sin gu lar] of God and of the Lamb.”

(9) He is much better than the angels: 
“Being made so much bet ter than the angels” 
(Heb. 1:4).

(10) Again, the Father-Son relationship 
of the Father and the Mes si ah is es tab lished. 
Even the angels are commanded to worship 
Him (the Mes si ah); see Hebrews 1:6: “Let all 
the angels of God worship Him.” Remember, 
only GOD is to be wor shipped (Matt. 4:10). 
“Thou art My Son…And again, I will be to 
Him a Father, and He shall be to Me a Son [the 
Father’s testimony to the Son]” (Heb. 1:5).

In the rest of the first chapter of Hebrews 
(together with the Old Tes ta ment Scriptures

from which citations are made in this first 
chap ter of He brews), we dis cov er this impres-
sive fact: the Messiah is called by the three pri-
mary names and titles of God used in the Old 
Testament, and by the two primary names of 
Deity used in the New Testament.

In Hebrews 1:8, God the Father, speak-
ing to God the Son (the Messiah) calls Him 
GOD. This eighth verse is a quotation from 
Psalm 45:6, where the primary name of God, 
“Elohim,” is used of the Mes si ah: “Thy 
throne, O God [Heb., Elohim], is for ever 
and ever.”

In Hebrews 1:10, God the Father, still 
speaking to and about the SON (the Mes-
siah), calls Him LORD. This is a quo ta tion 
from Psalm 102:25-27. These verses refer to 
JEHOVAH; see Psalm 102:16, 19, 21-22. Let 
us now quote this passage from the New Tes-
ta ment: “And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning 
hast laid the foundation of the earth; and the 
heav ens are the works of Thine hands: They 
shall perish; but Thou remainest; and they 
all shall wax old as doth a garment; And as 
a vesture shalt Thou fold them up, and they 
shall be changed: but Thou art the same, and 
Thy years shall not fail” (Heb. 1:10-12).

Notice that in these verses (Heb. 1:10-
12): 

(1) The Father (as in Heb. 1:8) is still 
speaking to the Son.

(2) The Father says that the Son is the 
Creator of the uni verse: “The heavens 
are the works of Thine hands” (Heb. 
1:10).

(3) The Father says of the Son that He is 
ETERNAL—UN CHANGE  ABLE. 
The universe will get old as a used gar-
 ment, but of the SON (the Messiah) He 
says, “Thy years shall not fail” (Heb. 
1:12).

The writer of the book of Hebrews adds 
two more inspired com ments concerning 
the Messiah:

(1)  “But to which of the angels said He 
[God the Father] at any time, Sit on 
My right hand, until I make Thine 
enemies Thy foot stool?” (Heb. 
1:13)—again showing the exalted 
position of the Messiah at God’s 
right hand.

(2)  “Until I make Thine enemies Thy 
footstool” (Heb. 1:13), as sur ing all 
of the Messiah’s ETERNAL VIC-
TORY.

Since God the Father has testified so 
emphatically in this chapter of the DEITY 
OF CHRIST, and has given us fifteen state-
ments that fully set forth the DEITY OF 
THE MESSIAH, it is folly for anyone to 
deny that basic truth. In fact, our eternal sal-
va tion depends on our ac cept ing this truth 
of Christ’s Deity: “If ye believe NOT that 
I am He [the Lord Jehovah], ye shall die in 
your sins”1 (John 8:24).

1. Christ here uses the words “I AM” which is the meaning of the

Th e Apostle Paul stated he “fought a 
good fi ght, [he has] fi nished [his] course” 
with the Word of God (II Tim. 4:7). By 
the Spirit, Paul said we Christians “wrestle 
not against fl esh and blood, but against 
principalities, against powers, against 
the rulers of the darkness of this world, 
against spiritual wickedness in high plac-
es” (Eph. 6:12). Th is is the reason why 
the Lord gave me the vision of Himself in 
the oval-shaped mirror or looking glass. 
Christ was telling me to put on the full 
armor of God. Th at means to put on the 
entire Word of God, the Bible. Don’t just 
read it; look into it. It is God’s mirror for 
you to look into, to make you ready for 
Heaven, for you to see if you measure 
up to God’s standard in God’s Word in 
order to enter Heaven, or, if you will be 
a castaway spending eternity in Hell and 
the lake of fi re. It is our looking glass. You 
will never learn of God or His Son, Christ 
Jesus, unless you look into the looking 
glass, the Bible. Th e mirror or looking 
glass is “the way, the truth, and the life: 
no man cometh unto the Father, but by 
[Christ]” (John 14:6).

Study the Word of God yourself in or-
der to see if you will measure up to God’s 
standard so that you can spend eternity 
in the Kingdom of Heaven. Th e Bible is 
also the measuring stick in the eleventh 
chapter of Revelation, verses 1-2. It tells 
us if we don’t measure up to God’s stan-

Th ere are more false prophets and oth-
er liars on earth than ever before.12 Th e 
unsaved, the ungodly, the wicked people 
of the world have prepared themselves 
to be burned. Whether they know it or 
not, they have rejected God’s mercy. Even 
though some Christians may be the very 
elect of God, the Lord tells us that Satan’s 
deception will be so strong in the last days 
that even the very elect will be deceived 
if it were possible, and that possibility 
could only exist if the very elect would 
begin believing the spirit of Satan.13 We 
are to “resist [Satan], and he will fl ee from 
[us]” (Jas. 4:7). Resisting means we must 
fi ght the spiritual war, the war of words 
between God and Satan. We must wres-
tle. Th e Bible calls it a wrestling match. 
It is the match between God’s Word and 
Satan’s words.

dards by the Holy Spirit, we’ll be placed 
outside with the lost, the Gentiles. Th e 
looking glass tells us of what sin is so 
that we may repent of it by the power-
ful blood of Jesus and the Holy Spirit. By 
doing this, we make ourselves ready for 
Heaven. Th is world is a dressing room for 
eternity. Where will you spend eternity? 
Will it be Heaven or Hell? Get ready to 
meet the Lord immediately, because the 
end of time is at hand.14

Th e Apostle Paul, by the Holy Spirit, 
warns everyone to arm and armor them-
selves with the Word of God. He says, 
“Take unto you the whole armor of God 
[the Word of God], that ye may be able 
to withstand in the evil day, and hav-
ing done all, to stand [survive the big 
fi re which will burn the very elements]. 
Stand therefore [with the belt or girdle 
of truth which is the Word of God buck-
led around your waist]...and having on 
the breastplate of righteousness [which 
can only be attained through having 
the entire Word of God in your heart, 
soul, mind, and spirit]; And your feet 
shod with the preparation of the gospel 
of peace.” Th is means standing on the 
Word of God, standing on God’s prom-
ises. In addition to all this, take up the 
shield of faith, which again is the Word 
of God, with which you can extinguish 
all the fl aming arrows of the evil one 
(Eph. 6:13-16).

 You may ask, “What is the shield of 
faith and how do we extinguish the fl am-
ing arrows of the evil one with it?” Your 
and my shield of faith is our prayers of 
faith to God, which are incorporated 
within the Word of God. Th e God that 
we pray to is the only one who is able to 
extinguish all the fi ery darts and fl ames 
that will surely come against us. God 
promises that when we ask for things ac-
cording to His will in prayer, we will re-
ceive them.15

Th e Word of God clearly shows us to 
“Ask and it will be given to you; seek and 
you will fi nd; knock and the door will be 
opened to you. For everyone who asks 
receives, he who seeks fi nds; and to him 
who knocks, the door will be opened” 
(Matt. 7:7-8).

Now “putting on the whole armor of 
God” is found in Ephesians chapter 6, 
verses 17-18: “And take the helmet of 
salvation [which means know the entire 
Word of God, which is Christ, and also 
means put on the mind of Christ, which 
is a mind fi lled constantly with the Word 
of God so that no one is able to deceive 
you], and the sword of the Spirit, which 
[again] is the Word of God: Praying al-

ways with all prayer and supplication in 
the Spirit, and watching thereunto with 
all perseverance and supplication for all 
saints.” It is for your and my own good 
that we do this, because if we do not, 
we will be castaways, just as the Apostle 
Paul said he would be a castaway if he 
didn’t preach the Word of God.16 How 
could he or we communicate the Gos-
pel, the Word of God, to the lost people 
in the world if we ourselves don’t study 
the Word to know it? In order for us to 
know Jesus, we must know the Word, 
because the Word is Jesus. Hence, we 
cannot preach Jesus the Word unless we 
diligently study the entire Word of God. 
And how will the people of the world 
ever know Jesus, the Word of God, the 
truth, if preachers, teachers, evangelists, 
pastors, and prophets are not sent to 
them? “How then shall [the people of 
the world] call on Him [Jesus] in whom 
they have not believed? and how shall 
they believe in Him of whom they have 
not heard? and

hear without a 
preacher? And
