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There is a blessing for reading the 
Book of Revelation. “Blessed is he that 
readeth, and they that hear the words 
of this prophecy, and keep those 
things which are written therein: for 
the time is at hand” (Revelation 1:3).

The Apostle Paul said, “I have 
fought a good fight, I have finished 
my course, I have kept the faith: 
Henceforth there is laid up for me 
a crown of righteousness, which the 
LORD, the righteous JUDGE, shall 
give me at that day: and not to me 
only, but unto all them also that love 
HIS appearing” (2 Timothy 4:7-
8). Paul said, “Brethren, be follow-
ers together of me, and mark them 
which walk so as ye have us for an 
ensample” (Philippians 3:17).1

JESUS says we are to be zealous 
about HIS work, or HE will spew 
us out of HIS mouth, HIS body, 
for being lukewarm in doing HIS 
work.2 HE says, “I know thy works, 
that thou art neither cold nor hot: 
I would thou wert cold or hot. So 
then because thou art lukewarm, 
and neither cold nor hot, I will spue 
thee out of MY mouth” (Revelation 
3:15-16). “As many as I love, I re-
buke and chasten: be zealous there-
fore, and repent” (Revelation 3:19). 
In other words: fight the evil, preach 
the WORD, and always pray!3

The devil has declared war against 
GOD, you, me, and all saints of GOD! 
(Revelation 12:17).4 Get busy! “Preach 
the WORD”! (2 Timothy 4:2). “Pray

always” (Luke 21:36). Give no place to 
the devil (Ephesians 4:27), but “Resist 
the devil, and he will flee from you”! 
(James 4:7). “Be sober, be vigilant; 
because your adversary the devil, as 
a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking 
whom he may devour”! (1 Peter 5:8). 
We are in a war. When you are in a 
war, you must fight!

Our weapons of warfare are not 
carnal, but SPIRITUAL. We don’t 
war with guns, bullets, or bombs, 
but with the WORD of GOD.5 “For 
though we walk in the flesh, we do 
not war after the flesh: (For the weap-
ons of our warfare are not carnal, but 
mighty through GOD to the pulling 
down of strong holds;) Casting down 
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GOD wants you to answer this question, “Are you allowing that wom-
an Jezebel to spew out her false doctrine to HIS servants?” The church 
JESUS is talking to in this passage is the church in Thyatira (Revelation 
2:18-25). Do you realize that if you are fearful (of that cult) and unbe-
lieving (GOD’S WORD), you will spend eternity in the Lake of Fire and 
brimstone? (Revelation 21:8).
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imaginations, and every high thing 
that exalteth itself against the knowl-
edge of GOD, and bringing into cap-
tivity every thought to the obedience 
of CHRIST” (2 Corinthians 10:3-5).

GOD told the prophet Jeremiah 
when he was but a young boy, “See, 
I have this day set thee over the na-
tions and over the kingdoms, to root 
out [the evil], and to pull down, and 
to destroy [all false doctrine], and to 
throw down [all lies], to build [the 
house of GOD], and to plant [the 
WORD of GOD and churches ev-
erywhere]” (Jeremiah 1:10). Do not 
worry about not being politically 
correct, because it is not correct to 
be political at all—it is satanic. It is 
Satan’s way of taking away your eter-
nity in Heaven and our freedom of 
religion here on earth, the U.S. Con-
stitution, and our freedom of speech 
here on earth. Our forefathers fled 
Europe to get away from these peo-
ple, the despots, and to get rid of the 
Catholic cult tyranny of the pope in 
Rome. Just as the KJV Bible tells us 
this would happen worldwide at the 
end of time, it is happening at this 

very moment. Resist this demonic 
movement now or be found guilty 
by association.

The devil is trying to make every-
one afraid to serve GOD and afraid 
to fight the devil. But don’t forget: 
those who are fearful of the devil and 
unbelieving shall be tormented for-
ever in the Lake of Fire! (Revelation 
21:8). GOD said this, and it is impos-
sible for GOD to lie!6 JESUS is the 
truth; HE is the WORD of GOD.7

If you don’t get busy for HIM, it 
is the same as implying that GOD is 
a liar! “Let GOD be true, but every 
man a liar” (Romans 3:4). GOD is 
the GOD of the impossible. “With 
GOD all things are possible” (Mat-
thew 19:26).

In Israel, everyone of age becomes 
a soldier for a time, and they are 
trained to use carnal weapons when 
they are under attack. All Christians 
are called into the war, which for us 
is SPIRITUAL. Again, our weapon 
is the WORD of GOD, which is the 
double-edged sword.8 This is the most 
powerful weapon in the universe that 
we must choose to use. The more of 
the WORD of GOD we know, the 
more equipped we are to fight.9

We must fight because, whether 
we like it or not, the devil is attack-
ing us. The devil hates the WORD of 
GOD, and he hates every one of us 
who is saved, preaching, doing the 
work of GOD, and teaching from 
GOD’S King James Version Bible 
(which is the best English transla-
tion). The old KJV Bible says the dic-
tates of all religions are wrong,10 that 
only JESUS is “the WAY, the TRUTH, 
and the LIFE: no man cometh unto 
the FATHER, but by [JESUS]” (John 
14:6). “Then said JESUS unto them 
again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I 
am the door of the sheep. All [sav-
iors] that ever came before ME are 
thieves and robbers: but the sheep 
did not hear them” (John 10:7-8).

In Heaven, before JESUS was be-
gotten by the HOLY SPIRIT, HIS 
name was and still is the WORD of 
GOD (Revelation 19:11-13). When 
John 3:16 says, believe on the name 
of JESUS and you will be saved, it 
means believe on and in the whole 
WORD of GOD, and you shall be 
saved.

Pray without ceasing. Pray in 
the name of JESUS11 that GOD will 
fight for us and for the souls of the 
world and even for the souls of our 
enemies, because Hell and the Lake 
of Fire are forever! This is how we 
fight the good fight! Pray in faith in 
the name of JESUS to GOD for all 
born-again Christians, for their de-
liverance from all evil, for their heal-
ing, for mercy, for their finances, for 
their loved ones, their SPIRITUAL 
growth and strength in the LORD, 
and their boldness in the SPIRIT to 
approach the throne of power. Pray 
also for those of us in prison, and for 
the unsaved, who shall be saved in 
the name of JESUS, if they repent.

VII. TYPES AND INDIRECT 
PROPHECIES OF THE 

OLD TES TAMENT 
FUL FILLED IN CHRIST

The Bible is unique in its TYPE-
PICTURES of the coming Messiah 
as well as in its distinct and definite 
prophecies.49

A “type” may be defined as a di-
vinely created illustration of spiri-
tual truth. A person, place, thing, 
event, or a series of events, by divine 
fore sight and planning, becomes an 
object lesson, a PIC TURE—with 
corre spon dence of details—of its anti-
type (fulfillment). God and Christ, 
Satan and Antichrist, believers and 
un be lievers, the yielded Christian 
life and the world, are the subjects 
of Biblical types. Even where no 
direct pre diction is found, indirect 
forecasts (through types) re ferring 
to Christ may be distinctly traced all 
through the Bible. How true! Types 
of Christ—pro phetic pictures giving 
indirect fore casts—abound in the Old 
Tes tament. We could write a book of 
sev eral hundred pages and barely skirt 
the edges of the vast field of Biblical 
types. In our limited space, we can but 
suggest some of the marvels of this 
field of Biblical research and study.

The cross of Christ has perhaps 
more foreshadowings, more types that 
pre view and prefigure the sacrifice of 

the Son of God, than any other object 
in the Bible. Every Passover lamb 
slain (with its atten dant cer emo nies 
of the sprinkling of the blood of the 
lamb on the door posts and the eat-
ing of the roasted lamb—see Exodus 
12:1-13),50 ev ery Lev itical offering 
brought to the altar and sac ri ficed 
(Lev. Chs. 1-6), and every other blood 
offering presented, from the hour 
of Abel’s altar-fire down to the last 
passover of the passion week, pointed 
as with a flaming finger to Calvary’s 
cross! And there we see the con ver-
gence of a thou sand lines of proph ecy 
(indirect forecasts) as in one burning 
focal point of dazzling glory. Turn 
where you will, you find pictures of 
CHRIST in the Old Tes tament.

In Genesis (especially rich in 
prophetic forecasts of Christ) you 
find ADAM presented as the head 
of God’s creation—a type of Christ 
as head of the new cre ation (I Cor. 
15:45-49). The ARK was the only 
means of saving people from the 
judgment of the flood (Gen. Chs. 
6-9). Christ is the ark of sal vation; 
all who, by faith, come to Him are 
saved from the coming flood of 
God’s judgment against sin. The of-
fering of ISAAC is an especially rich 
type (Gen. Ch. 22) of the offering 
up of Jesus by His Fa ther. The life of 
JOSEPH—beloved of his father, but 
hated and rejected by his brethren 

(Gen. Ch. 37)—is an amazing picture, 
with over 100 corresponding features, 
of the Lord Jesus Christ, who like wise 
was beloved of His Father but hated 
and rejected by His brethren. Joseph 
was sent to the Gentiles, where he ob-
tained a bride, and was the means of 
feeding multitudes and saving them 
from de struction (Gen. Chs. 39-47); 
so Christ, rejected by His brethren 
(the Jews), has been preached to the 
Gentiles—and vast multitudes have 
been pre served and fed the Bread of 
Life by Him. Joseph finally reveals 
him self to his brethren and becomes 
the means of preserving them too. So 
Christ, in the latter days, will reveal 
Himself to Israel and save many of 
them (Zech. 12:10, Rom. 11:25-26).

In Exodus, we see not only the 
PASSOVER LAMB (already re ferred 
to, Ex. Ch. 12), but the life and minis-
try of MOSES as an out standing type 
of Christ. Moses, at first rejected by 
his breth ren, flees to a Gentile coun-
try, where he gets a Gentile bride. Lat-
er, when he returns to liberate Israel, 
he is accepted as their leader and leads 
them out of the house of bondage 
(Egypt) with great victory. This type 
of Christ is thrilling, for it speaks of 
Christ’s rejection at His first coming 
to Israel and His eventual acceptance 
and lead ership over Israel (Acts 7:22-
37, especially verse 35).

When the Passover lamb was roasted, a spit was thrust lengthwise through its body, and another transversely from shoulder to shoulder; every Passover 
lamb was thus transfixed on a cross. In like manner, when Moses lifted up the brazen serpent (Num. Ch. 21) it was not on a pole but on a banner staff—i.e. a cross.

and I know that I am saved.21 And 
I thank YOU, LORD JESUS, for 
saving my soul, and I will show my 
thankfulness by doing as YOU com-
mand and sin no more.22

After salvation, JESUS said to be 
baptized, fully submerged in water, 
in the name of the FATHER, and of 
the SON, and of the HOLY SPIRIT.23 
Then study the King James Version 
Bible, and, for your benefit and the 
benefit of others, do what it says.24
