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John chapter two says, “JESUS
went up to Jerusalem, And found in
the temple those that sold oxen and
sheep and doves, and the changers
of money sitting: And when HE had
made a scourge of small cords, HE
drove them all out of the temple, and
the sheep, and the oxen; and poured
out the changers’ money, and over-
threw the tables; And said unto them
that sold doves, Take these things
hence; make not MY FATHERS
house an house of merchandise”
(John 2:13-16). Then the Jewish reli-
gious leaders told JESUS, the LORD,
to show them a sign to prove that
HE had authority to do such things,
to which HE replied, “Destroy this
temple, and in three days I will raise
it up” (John 2:19). They assumed HE
was speaking of the Jewish temple,
“but HE was speaking of the temple
of HIS body” (John 2:21).
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King David wrote, “Many there be which say of my soul, There is no
help for him in GOD. Selah. But THOU, O LORD, art a shield for me; my
glory, and the lifter up of mine head” (Psalm 3:2-3). “I will not be afraid
of ten thousands of people, that have set themselves against me round
about. Arise, O LORD; save me, O my GOD: for THOU hast smitten all
mine enemies upon the cheek bone; THOU hast broken the teeth of the
ungodly. Salvation belongeth unto the LORD: THY blessing is upon THY
people. Selah” (Psalm 3:6-8). “I will both lay me down in peace, and sleep:
for THOU, LORD, only makest me dwell in safety” (Psalm 4:8).

When we are in the will of GOD,
we are also the temples of GOD,
which JESUS truly rebuilt with-
out hands." This is only possible
when we have turned from our sins
and become spiritually born again.
Then JESUS with the FATHER by
the HOLY SPIRIT will live in us,
and never depart from us.* Then we
have the power to be holy and per-
fect and not do anything that GOD’S
WORD condemns.” We are able to
have peace, lay ourselves down in
peace, no matter where we are, and
sleep, for our LORD JESUS CHRIST
makes us dwell in safety.*

JESUS said, “Peace 1 leave with
you, MY peace I give unto you: not
as the world giveth, give I unto you.
Let not your heart be troubled, nei-
ther let it be afraid” (John 14:27).

The book of Acts states, “Herod
the king stretched forth his hands

to vex certain of the church. And he
killed [murdered] James the broth-
er of John with the sword. And be-
cause he saw it pleased the Jews, he
proceeded further to take Peter also.
(Then were the days of unleavened
bread.) And when he had appre-
hended him, he put him in prison,
and delivered him to four quaterni-
ons of soldiers to keep him; intend-
ing after [the Passover] Easter [now
the celebration of the resurrection
of JESUS] to bring him forth to the
people. Peter therefore was kept in
prison: but prayer was made with-
out ceasing of the church unto GOD
for him.

“And when Herod would have
brought him forth, the same night
Peter was sleeping [sleeping peace-
tully, as though nothing of great im-
portance was happening] between

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two soldiers [guards], bound with
two chains: and the keepers before
the door kept the prison. And, be-
hold, the angel of the LORD came
upon him, and a light shined in
the prison: and he smote Peter on
the side, and raised him up, saying,
Arise up quickly. And his chains
fell off from his hands. And the an-
gel said unto him, Gird thyself, and
bind on thy sandals. And so he did.
And he saith unto him, Cast thy
garment about thee, and follow me.
And he went out, and followed him;
and wist not that it was true which
was done by the angel; but thought
he saw a vision. When they were
past the first and the second ward,
they came unto the iron gate that
leadeth unto the city; which opened
to them of his own accord: and they
went out, and passed on through
one street; and forthwith the angel
departed from him.

“And when Peter was come to
himself, he said, Now I know of a
surety, that the LORD hath sent HIS
angel, and hath delivered me out
of the hand of Herod, and from all
the expectation of the people of the
Jews” (Acts 12:1-11). There is such
peace when the LORD is on your
side. You are able to sleep in sweet
peace, even in these tumultuous end
days before JESUS returns to earth.

“Where there is no vision, the
people perish” (Proverbs 29:18).
The entire personality of a Christian
needs to be focused on walking in
holiness, being set apart for GOD’S
work.® This is the precise work of
JESUS; HE is the author of sanc-
tification.® Holiness produces

wholeness, completeness, in the
redeemed former sinner.” This is a
very real out-working of a full sur-
render to JESUS, the sanctifier.
Sanctification is a true separation
from sin and self* “And the very
GOD of peace sanctify you wholly;
and I pray GOD your whole spirit
and soul and body be preserved
blameless unto the coming of our
LORD JESUS CHRIST. Faithful is
HE that calleth you, who also will
do it” (1 Thessalonians 5:23-24).
GOD sent HIS angel to free Peter
because he was consecrated to the
LORD, and whether he lived or
died, he was the LORD’S. Peter had
“the peace of GOD, which passeth
all understanding,” the peace which
keeps our hearts and minds through
CHRIST JESUS (Philippians 4:7).
The doctrine and the fulfillment
of the prophecies of the soon second
coming of JESUS, are signs of the
times.” You may have observed the
tremendous opposition to the gos-
pel by following my church and see-
ing the opposition this subject has
received. The world does not want
to hear it. They want to sin; they re-
ject the LORD and HIS doctrines.'
What a pity! What foolishness!
However, even the world senses
we are in the last days and that the
judgment and wrath of GOD are
soon to come. In their ignorance,
they are doing their best outwardly
to prepare for it—but in vain. The
true people of GOD are reaching
out for a higher, deeper, more pro-
ductive life in HIM. The HOLY
SPIRIT is warning Christians to get
ready, and to do it quickly!"
The term “the GOD of peace” tells
us that it is useless to seek sanctifica-
tion until we have first been reconciled

to GOD by laying down our old sinful
life, repenting, and accepting the aton-
ing blood sacrifice of JESUS."”

that believeth on the SON hath ev-
erlasting life” (John 3:36), and “him
that cometh to ME I will in no wise
cast out” (John 6:37). Take your
stand on the Rock of Ages, then be-
gin to build the temple of holiness.

waters cast up mire and dirt. There
is no peace, saith my GOD, to the
wicked” (Isaiah 57:20-21). However,
the direct opposite is, “Great peace
have they which love THY law: and
nothing shall offend them” (Psalm
119:165). GOD is disappointed
with HIS people’s disobedience and
states, “O that thou hadst hearkened
to MY commandments! then had
thy peace been as a river, and thy
righteousness as the waves of the
sea” (Isaiah 48:18).

Sanctification brings the soul
in harmony with GOD and the
laws of its own being. Then there
is peace, even if youre in prison,
chained with two or more chains
between two soldiers. Peace cannot
be experienced in any other way.
Sanctification brings into our spirit
the indwelling presence of the very
GOD of peace HIMSELF, and our
peace then is nothing less than the
deep, Godly tranquility of HIS own
eternal calm.

The deeper meaning of Isaiah
48:18 is that sanctification is the work
of GOD HIMSELE The original
Greek translates First Thessalonians
5:23 this way: “The GOD of peace
HIMSELF sanctify you wholly” The
word “HIMSELF” emphatically ex-
presses GOD’S own direct personal-
ity as the author of our sanctification.

It is not our work or by our means or
by our hard labor."* This is GOD’S
own prerogative. It is the gift of the
HOLY SPIRIT, the fruit of the HOLY
SPIRIT, the grace of the LORD JESUS
CHRIST. It is the inheritance that has
been prepared for all who desire to
enter in, the great goal and gift for our
faith, not our works. It is divine holi-
ness, not of human self-improvement
or perfection. It is the inflowing into
mankind’s being of the life and purity
of the infinite, eternal, and holy ONE,
bringing HIS own perfection and
working out in us HIS own will. Daily
prayer time with the LORD and read-
ing the WORD of GOD will build up
your spirit and draw you into a closer
walk with GOD."”

Peter had given up until he saw
the manifestation of JESUS having
been resurrected from the dead.'
After witnessing HIS resurrection,
physically seeing that JESUS was
risen and alive, he was converted
and could sleep peacefully on the
eve of what he thought would be
his execution (Acts 12:1-11).

“But HE [JESUS] was wounded for
our transgressions, HE was bruised
for our iniquities: the chastisement of
our peace was upon HIM; and with
HIS stripes we are healed. All we
like sheep have gone astray; we have
turned every one to his own way; and
the LORD hath laid on HIM the iniq-
uity of us all” (Isaiah 53:5-6).
