salittlegirl, my father taught me that thisisaman’sworld, that knowledge is power,

and that to survivein thisworld you haveto think likeaman. | believed my father, but
it wasn't until | was about fifteen years old that | purposed in my heart to learn everything
that | was taught in school so that | could succeed as awoman in aman’sworld. Year after
year | believed more and more the evol ution theory, that abortion isawoman’s choice, that
birth control iscommon sense, that homosexudity isan dternativelife-style, that premarital
sexisnormad, and that it ismerciful to aid in the killing of the aged but not in the killing of
trees, dolphinsand thelike. By agetwenty-six, | firmly believed that the Congtitution of the
United States was outdated and desperately in need of revising.

I had gonefrom high school to acommunity college, to becoming an honor studentin one
of the top ten universities in the country where | studied clinical psychology. There, | was
offered an opportunity to work asan intern in aclosed psychiatric ward that housed chronic
paranoid schizophrenics. What achallenge, | thought. If only | could help even one of these
patients become a productive member of society!

In the psychiatric hospital, one patient often refused to eat and attend group therapy
sessions. Instead, he wanted to read the Bible. | did not like the effect that this book had on
this patient; it caused him to become antisocia . A few times, thisman had to befed through
an |V because heinsisted on starving himself for sometimes afew daysat atime.

Some patients claimed to see blood dripping down the walls of the ward and fedl fire
under their feet and inside different parts of their body. Others heard unmentionable words
spoken audibly into their ears by aninvisible presence. One patient point blank told methat
he was being tormented by demons, but how could | believe him? And when | overheard a
fellow counsdor preaching this very same thing to another patient while behind closed
doors, | had no choice but to seethat this counselor wasfired. Hewasatraitor to the psychiatric
profession sinceit is taught that schizophreniais caused by a chemical imbalance in the brain,
and not by demons. | did everything in my power to make the patients doubt anything contrary
towhat | wastaught.

But one morning, as | was getting ready for work, | stepped into my bathroom to brush my
teeth. Suddenly, thisgross, dark, and invisible presence walked into my body, and when | looked
intothemirror, | saw Satan’seyesin mine. How | knew it was Satan, | can't explain with words.
But | became possessed by him and he led me to my kitchen where | amost set myself onfire.
Fortunately, someone rescued me. And from that day forth, | could never again deny that there
aretruly powers of darkness at work on this earth, entering in and out of people.

| quit my job, I quit college, and began to search. Therejust had to be apower contrary to that
