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never became proud against the Father. 

Jesus is the exact opposite of Satan, who 

is full of pride, and exalts himself above 

God. 3 How utterly wicked he is!

In 2 Thessalonians 1:7-12, Paul states 

we may rest with God’s people in this 

hour of today’s trouble on earth while 

the devil destroys the nation’s cities and 

makes the world a wilderness.4  He says, 

“When the Lord Jesus shall be revealed 

from Heaven with His mighty angels, In 

flaming fire taking vengeance on them 

that know not God, and that obey not 

the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ: Who 

shall be punished with everlasting de-

struction from the presence of the Lord, 

and from the glory of His power; When 

He shall come to be glorified in His 

saints, and to be admired in all them that 

believe (because our testimony among 

you was believed) in that day. Where-

fore also we pray always for you, that 

our God would count you worthy of this 

calling, and fulfil all the good pleasure of 

His goodness, and the work of faith with 

power: That the name of our Lord Jesus 

Christ may be glorified in you, and ye in 

Him, according to the power of our God 

and the Lord Jesus Christ.”

We are now living in the time that 

was prophesied in Daniel 12:1: “And at 

that time shall Michael stand up, the 

great prince which standeth for the chil-

dren of thy people: and there shall be a 

time of trouble, such as never was since 

there was a nation even to that same 

time: and at that time thy people shall be 

delivered [God shall deliver those of us 

who have the faith to rest in Him], ev-

ery one that shall be found written in the 

book [the Book of Life]. And many of 

them that sleep in the dust of the earth 

shall awake, some to everlasting life, 

and some to shame and everlasting con-

tempt. And they that be wise shall shine 

as the brightness of the firmament; and 

they that turn many to righteousness as
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“And to you who are troubled rest 

with us” (2 Thessalonians 1:7). When 

we are troubled, the Lord commands 

us to rest in Him. Yes! We are to rest or 

Sabbath in Him. Rest in the Word (John 

1:14).

Jesus said, “Come unto Me, all ye that 

labour and are heavy laden, and I will 

give you rest. Take My yoke [work] upon 

you, and learn of Me; for I am meek and 

lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest 

[Sabbath] unto your souls. For My yoke 

[work] is easy, and My burden is light” 

(Matthew 11:28-30). Jesus wants us to 

study His Word, which is Him, and do 

what He says, for if we do what it says, 

we will find that His Words and guid-

ance are true to our souls.1 In this way, 

our faith will grow (Romans 10:17). 

Jesus who became a man was meek 

before God the Father; He did and does 

everything the Father asks of Him, which 

is the meaning of meekness. 2 He rested 

in the Father and was lowly in heart: He 
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the stars for ever and ever. But thou, O 

Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the 

book, even to the time of the end: many 

shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall 

be increased. [These things help to show 

that we are in the last days, the end of 

time].

“Then I Daniel looked, and, behold, 

there stood other two, the one on this 

side of the bank of the river, and the 

other on that side of the bank of the 

river. And one said to the man clothed 

in linen, which was upon the waters 

of the river, How long shall it be to the 

end of these wonders? And I heard the 

man clothed in linen, which was upon 

the waters of the river, when he held up 

his right hand and his left hand unto 

Heaven, and sware by Him that liveth 

for ever that it shall be for a time, times, 

and an half; and when he shall have ac-

complished to scatter the power of the 

holy people, all these things shall be fin-

ished” (Daniel 12:1-7). The holy people 

are being scattered now.

“Many shall be purified, and made 

white, and tried [Don’t faint; rest in the 

Lord!]; but the wicked shall do wick-

edly: and none of the wicked shall un-

derstand; but the wise shall understand” 

(Daniel 12:10).

“In whom the god of this world 

[the god of this world is the devil] hath 

blinded the minds of them which be-

lieve not, lest the light of the glorious 

gospel of Christ, who is the [express] 

image of God, should shine unto them. 

For we preach not ourselves, but Christ 

Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your ser-

vants for Jesus’ sake. For God, who com-

manded the light to shine out of dark-

ness, hath shined in our hearts, to give 

the light of the knowledge of the glory 

of God in the face of Jesus Christ. But 

we have this treasure in earthen vessels, 

that the excellency of the power may be 

of God, and not of us. 

“We are troubled on every side, yet

not distressed; we are perplexed, but not 

in despair; Persecuted, but not forsaken; 

cast down, but not destroyed; Always 

bearing about in the body the dying of 

the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus 

might be made manifest in our body. 

For we which live are alway delivered

unto death for Jesus’ sake, that the life 

also of Jesus might be made manifest in 

our mortal flesh. 

“So then death worketh in us, but 

life in you. We having the same Spirit 

of faith, according as it is written, I be-

lieved, and therefore have I spoken; 

we also believe, and therefore speak; 

Knowing that He which raised up the 

Lord Jesus shall raise up us also by Je-

sus, and shall present us with you. For
